Final Legislative Update

The 2010 Session of the NC General Assembly adjourned sine die (without a date specified for future
meeting) at 5:33 a.m. on Saturday, July 10. The NCHBA Government Affairs team was there until
the very end, literally, as the last bill to pass both the House and the Senate (around 4:45 a.m.) was

H 683 Permit Extensions! In the frenzy that usually marks the last few days of Session, a number of
bills that had been dormant suddenly started moving. It requires vigilance and hard work on the part
of the Government Affairs team to keep up with everything. This final Legislative Report will
highlight what happened in the General Assembly's final week. A more extensive session wrap-up
will be presented to the NCHBA Legislative Committee at the 4™ Quarter meeting in Charlotte on
December 7, 2010.

Topping the list of NCHBA's successes are two bills that directly affect builder members.
Legislation passed in the 2009 long session that defers property tax on builder inventory and
legislation that extends state and local permits were back before the General Assembly this year.

The property tax deferral bill required some minor clarification and that was accomplished in HB
1249 Home Builder Property Tax Deferral Change, which has been ratified and is now Session Law.

NCHBA sought a two-year extension of the permit extension act (S.L. 2009-406 Extend Certain
Development Permit Approvals) and fought for the passage of HB 683 Permit Extensions. The
permit extension language in this bill originally extended the tolling period of the 2009 bill until
December 31, 2012. HB 683 passed the Senate on June 23 with only one dissenting vote (Sen. Bot
Atwater, D-Chatham). When HB 683 moved to the House, it cam to an abrupt halt due to opposition
by the NC League of Municipalities, the N.C. Association of County Commissioners and the NC
Chapter of the American Planning Association. The bill was placed in the House Rules Committee
and instructions were given by the speaker that the bill not be heard by the committee unless an
agreement could be reached with the opposing parties. Thus began a full-court press by NCHBA
Government Affairs staff to attempt to appease the opposing parties, but not jeopardize the extension
our members received in the original Act. As the session rapidly moved to an end, we received
invaluable support for HB 683 from Rules Committee Chair Rep. Bill Owens (D-Pasquotank), who
insisted that the League of Municipalities, Association of County Commissioners and Planners work
toward a compromise and not just stall until the session ended. Key support came from the House
Republicans, particularly House Minority Leader Paul Stam (R-Wake), Minority Whip Thom Tillis
(R-Mecklenburg) and rep Ric Killian (R- Mecklenburg). Add to that the diligence of Sen. Dan
Clodfelter (D-Mecklenburg) in convincing the Speaker of the importance of extending permits, and,
finally, an agreement was reached on a conference report at 4:46 a.m. on Saturday, July 10! While
HB 683 does lengthen the tolling period of the original act by one year, it allows local governments to
"opt out". If alocal government opts out, then they must still honor the time left on the permit due to
the original Act. This provision was part of the conference report and was necessary to get the bill
passed by the time the General Assembly adjourned.

Bills on the Move
H 683 Permit Extensions was ratified and awaits the Governor's signature.
H 961 Government Ethics and Campaign Finance Reform was ratified and awaits the Governors

signature.
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
