The provisions in the proposed health care bill that unfairly targets the home building industry
clearly illustrate how important it is for us to have a strong voice in both the state and national
legislatures. If you haven’t already heard, the proposed bill would require businesses in other
industries to provide health care for their employees if they employ more than 50 people, but it
would require construction companies to provide health care for their employees if they
employ more than 5 people.

This is clearly a grossly unfair provision and we absolutely must stop it. | believe that when it
comes to Build PAC, it’s clearly a case of pay a little now or pay a lot later and if we don't
protect ourselves now it will cost us much more in the long run.
