NCHBA Offers Free Lead Paint Webinar

On March 16 at 2 p.m., NCHBA will host a webinar to provide basic information about the Lead-Based
Paint Repair, Renovation & Painting Program that went into effort in North Carolina on January 1, 2010.
Anyone doing repair, renovation or painting in homes, schools or child care facilities built prior to 1978 must be
certified before performing renovation work.

In the Webinar, you will learn (1) the differences in the North Carolina and federal Environmental Protection
Agency RRP program; (2) a quick overview of the requirements and enforcement; (3)who needs to be trained;
and (4) how to receive training.

The Webinar will not provide the necessary certification; it is for informational purposes only. It is being
presented by the North Carolina Home Builders Association and the NCHBA Communications Committee.

EPA's Rules for Lead-Based I)aint Remodeling and Renovating Certification

Last week I sent you more information on the certification process as required by the EP A for remodeling
or renovating any house or apartment built before 1978 occupied by children under age six or by a pregnant
woman; or any Child-Occupied Facility (COF) built before 1978 such as day care facilities, schools or any
building that a child frequents (even the home of a grandparent if that grandparent keeps the child while the
parents work. The rules are strict and the penalties severe if you do not follow the rules.

EP A will ask for your records and, if they are not convinced you did everything by the rules, you can be fined
$37,500 per day per occurrence. Also today I was told by UNC at Chapel Hill that if the contractor did not
have the certification by April 22, 2010, he/she would be out of compliance with the new EPA Lead RRP
Training requirement and may be filled $3,200. Hopefully there would be some consideration given because
everyone, including trainers, is scrambling to be in compliance.

Please read all the information below pertaining to the Lead -Based Paint Rules for Remodeling and
Renovating: It covers a lot of the information you will need. Call me if you need anything further.

I'also have applications for Firms to be certified. Call the office (735-1991) and I will fax them to you. To
become a "certified finn" any firm that performs renovations for compensation, "must apply to EP A to
become a certified firm". Deadline April 22, 2010. EP A has up to 90 days to respond to request for
certification.. Fee is $300 per firm. Firm certification lasts five years from EP A's date of issue. The Certified
Firm attests that it will use only certified individuals to perform lead-based paint activities; that it will perform
lead-based paint activities in accordance with I0A NCAC 41C.0801-0809, and all applicable local, State and
Federal requirements, including all applicable record-keeping requirements. So ...

IF YOU PLAN TO DO ANY RENOVATIONS OR REMODELING IN HOUSES OR APARTMENTS
BUILT BEFORE 1978 OCCUPIED BY CHILDREN UNDER AGE SIX OR BY A PREGNANT
WOMAN; OR CHILD-OCCUPIED FACILITIES SUCH AS DAY CARES, SCHOOLS, OR ANY
BUILDING THAT A CHILD FREQUENTS, YOU MUST BE CERTIFIED. All renovations that disturb
painted surfaces must be performed by a certified firm including but not limited to: modification, repair,
sanding, scraping, removal of building component, window replacement, weatherization, etc.
